                                                                    REFLECTION        There is a good chance that today many parish communities will sing one of the well known versions of Psalm 39, ‘Here I am Lord’, based on the ancient hymn of David.  While we may sing this hymn                 enthusiastically, our reality is that we are usually not here in the       present.  Instead we carry burdens from the past and  are troubled with anxiety about the future. Often, the one place we striggle to be is where we are and in the reality of present moment.  This does not mean we should forget the pain from the past or ignore our anxiety about the  future since emotion (pain, anxiety or other) can only exist in the      present.  While what has happened in the past has already happened, our present feelings of guilt, grief, hurt or pain about a past experience are an opportunity for us today to experience the healing of God in the    present.  In the same way anxiety about the future is a present feeling and can be healed by God in the present.  The only moment  God has with us now is the   present reality of the circumstances of this day. I did not 
know him myself, but he who sent me to baptise 
with water had said to me, “The man on whom you 
see the Spirit come down and rest is the one who is 
going to baptise with the Holy Spirit.” Yes, I have 
seen and I am the witness that he is the Chosen 
One of God.’
