                                        REFLECTIONREFLECTIONREFLECTIONREFLECTION  Todays responsorial psalm contain Israel ’ s  oldest theological assertion about God- ’ The Lord is kind, full of compassion, slow to anger,  abounding in love, good and compassionate to all ’ .   From the time of exodus from Egypt ( Exodus 34:6-7 ) ,  this was to be the Israelites ’   experience of God.  Today ’ s  liturgy puts to us a question that, at first sight, is quite  surprising: Are we happy that God is good and compassionate to all?  Certainly, we are pleased that God is merciful towards ourself.  But how do we feel when we observe the mercy of God towards others, especially those we feel are less deserving of God ’ s  love? Are we like the workers in the vineyard mentioned in today ’ s Gospel parable who have worked all day and feel resentful  that the owner is so generous to the  latecomers?  Perhaps we feel that God is more generous to others than to us.  The prophet Isaiah tells us that such thoughts are evil and should be abandoned.  Though God’ s  ways are often beyond our comprehension, we can be sure that the kindness of God flows also to us without measure or limit. Rather than be resentful, let us rejoice with all creation in God whose mercy and compassion far surpass any of our limited notions of  fairness and justice. Dear parishioners, 
 

COVID-19 remains present and highly infectious in the 
community. With the relaxation of isolation measures 
and during this winter time, an increase in cases are all  
around. We are therefore encouraged to take necessary 
precautions and to download the CovidSafe App and 
abide by the latest public health advice. 
 

Further restrictions from 24 July  was  announced by 
the Archdiocese with churches in NSW to open  
under the four-square-metre rule with strict  
conditions: we must take all reasonable precautions 
to protect the health of everyone  involved and to 
observe the directives we have received. Though our 
church can have more with the four-square-metre 
rule including upstairs, we are again restricted to 
have only 100 people. Dot markers are placed where 
people should sit.  
 

It is a requirement of the Archdiocese that attendees 
should write their name, telephone or email address 
in the sheet provided upon church entry at main 
door on weekends, side doors on weekdays. 
 

As you would all be aware the government has 
strongly recommended the wearing of face masks in 
closed-in places, including places of worship. Whilst 
this is not compulsory, we would urge you to        
consider complying for your benefit and that of    
everyone else too. We are trying as much as         
possible to keep our church a safe place in which all 
are welcome to come and worship the Lord. I, for 
one choose to wear a mask, particularly when       
distributing communion and when meeting and    
talking to people. I know you will understand that I 
do so for our common protection.
