
OUR LADY OF FATIMA,  KINGSGROVE 
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Amos was a herdsman and a dresser of sycamore trees with no prophetic   lineage 
or experience. He preached against the injustice and oppression of the poor by the 
rich and powerful class. Amazia, the priest of Bethel, asks him to stop preaching 
and go away. In reply, Amos admits his lack of professional qualifications but insists 
that his call ‘to go and prophesy’ comes from God. He will not stop speaking the 
word God gives him to speak.  

In the Gospel, Jesus summons the twelve apostles and sends them out with a  
mandate to preach, to heal and to drive out evil spirits. They were mostly            
uneducated fisher folk. Like Amos, their authority to preach was not based on their 
qualifications but on the divine calling they received through Jesus. This calling 
made them ambassadors of God, acting on God’s behalf. They had to face        
challenges and opposition. Yet their mission was amazingly successful because 
they trusted in the one who called and sent them. They remained faithful to their 
divine calling regardless of opposition. The secret of their  success is explained by 
St Paul, in his Christological hymn of blessing in today’s second reading: “Blessed 
be God the father of our Lord Jesus Christ ...who chose us in Christ before the 
world was made to be holy and  spotless, and to live through love in His presence.” God ’ s Word Daily Reflections 2021

PARISH RESPONSE TO COVID-19 VIRUS LOCKDOWN: 
Dear ParishionersDear ParishionersDear ParishionersDear Parishioners, 
Following the directives from the Prime Minister and as  
affirmed by the Catholic Archbishop of Sydney,               
Anthony  Fisher, all places of worship are to remain closed 
from 6:00pm, Saturday, 26 June until 16 July or further     
notice. 
This is an understandably difficult and painful decision for all 
Catholics and all people of faith. We adhere to this decision 
in order to assist in stopping the spread of the Delta strain 
coronavirus.  
 

Accordingly, we are implementing the following measures: 
 
1.    The church is closed. There will be no public Masses 

nor liturgies, outdoor until further notice. There will be 
one live streamed mass this Sunday, 10:00am.  

2.    Catholics are dispensed from Sunday obligations     
during the lockdown period.  

3.    Funerals will still be conducted but with a limit of 100 
people and need to comply with social distancing of    
4-square-metre rule and mandatory wearing of face 
masks for all attendees. 

4.    Weddings are not permitted. 
5.    Baptisms are not permitted, except in case of  
       emergency. 
6.    Anointing of the sick, and sick calls generally, are    

permitted in case of emergency. 
 
Pastoral support 
Whilst we are dispensed from our Sunday obligations there 
are ways we can still honour Sundays in these  
difficult times. Masses will be available for viewing live 
streamed in various churches within the Archdiocese or join 
ours at 10:00am this Sunday, details on front page. Others,

•If you or someone you love is ill and you wish to offer a 

prayer for them, Father Casey and or Father Stephen are 
available to pray for you over the telephone. Please call to 
organise. 

•At present, the situation is fluid and we are considering 

what can and cannot be done to support our community. 
We will keep everyone informed as decisions are made  
relating to ways to help you pastorally, particularly the    
vulnerable and those who are in need. 
 

•It seems that because the new Delta strain of virus is so 

infectious, we are being asked to be even more cautious 
than during the previous year’s lockdown. Hence, Parish 
office will be closed until further notice.  
 

•Parish bulletins will be available online or hard copies may 

be collected from outside the church on Fridays after 1pm. 
 

•At this time of the Covid-19 pandemic when so many   

people have already been affected financially, we  
understand how difficult things are, however we ask that 
you please continue to support the parish if you can, as we 
still need to maintain the church. Donations can be made 
via credit card, or direct deposit through our website.      
Alternatively, Electronics Funds Transfer (EFT) with our 
bank details on page 4. The new sets of envelopes for the 
financial year 2021/2022 are ready to be picked up when 
church and office will open after lockdown. Should you wish 
to give your donation without your set of envelopes, you 
may use any envelope with your name and envelope     
number written on it, then place your donation in the      
presbytery Mass Offering Box. Thank you for your kind   
contributions. 

•Father Casey and Father Stephen will continue to 

celebrate daily and weekend Mass privately and offer 
Masses for the sick of the parish and for the whole 
community and the world. If you wish to offer a Mass 
for a loved one, you may bring the Mass request    
envelope and place it in the presbytery Mass Offering 
Box and either Father Casey or Father Stephen will 
offer the Mass privately. 
 

•We encourage you to continue praying, to read and 

ponder on the Sacred Scriptures, to pray the  
Rosary and your favourite devotions individually and, 
ideally, as a family too.  
 

•Let us connect with one another spiritually by     

pausing for a minute of silence and praying one Hail
