REFLECTION

Today’s readings compare the people of God to sheep and their leaders to
shepherds. Jeremiah the Prophet, expresses the Lord’s disappointment with the
shepherds. “You have scattered my flock: you have driven them away and have not
taken care of them”. But the Lord will not abandon them. Speaking through the
prophet, the Lord says, “I myself shall gather them from all the countries where |
have dispersed them and will bring them back to their pastures; they shall be fruitful
and increase in numbers”. To gather his sheep, the Lord will raise up for David’s
branch an upright and just shepherd. This prophecy points to Jesus, the incarnate
Son of God. Saint Paul refers to him thus: “He is the peace between us and has
made the two into one and broken down the barrier... restoring peace through the
cross, to unite [all] in a single body and reconcile them with God. In his own person
he killed the hostility”.

Jesus the Good Shepherd, appears in today’s Gospel as having compassion for the
crowd, 'because they were like sheep without a shepherd, and he set himself to
teach them at some length.’ In Jesus, we have the shepherd who laid down his life
for us in order to save us and lead us to the green pastures of the kingdom of
heaven.

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PARISH RESPONSE TO COVID-19 VIRUS LOCKDOWN:
Dear Parishioners,

Following the directives from the Prime Minister and as
affirmed by the Catholic Archbishop of Sydney,

Anthony Fisher, all places of worship are to remain closed
from 6:00pm, Saturday, 26 June until 30 July or further
notice.

This is an understandably difficult and painful decision for all
Catholics and all people of faith. We adhere to this decision
in order to assist in stopping the spread of the Delta strain
coronavirus.

Accordingly, we are implementing the following measures:

1. The church is closed. There will be no public Masses
nor liturgies, outdoor until further notice. There will be
one live streamed mass this Sunday, 10:00am.

2. Catholics are dispensed from Sunday obligations
during the lockdown period.

3. Funerals will still be conducted but with a limit of 10
people and need to comply with social distancing of
4-square-metre rule and mandatory wearing of face
masks for all attendees.

4. Weddings are not permitted.

5. Baptisms are not permitted, except in case of
emergency.

6. Anointing of the sick, and sick calls generally, are
permitted in case of emergency.

Whilst we are dispensed from our Sunday obligations there
are ways we can still honour Sundays in these difficult
times. Masses will be available for viewing live streamed in
various churches within the Archdiocese or join ours at
10:00am this Sunday, details on front page.

® At present, the situation is fluid and we are considering
what can and cannot be done to support our community.
We will keep everyone informed as decisions are made
relating to ways to help you pastorally, particularly the
vulnerable and those who are in need.

®|t seems that because the new Delta strain of virus is so
infectious, we are being asked to be even more cautious
than during the previous year’s lockdown. Hence, Parish
office will be closed until further notice.

®Parish bulletins will be available online or hard copies may
be collected from outside the church on Fridays after 1pm.

® At this time of the Covid-19 pandemic when so many
people have already been affected financially, we
understand how difficult things are, however we ask that
you please continue to support the parish if you can, as we
still need to maintain the church. Donations can be made
via credit card, or direct deposit through our website.
Alternatively, Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT) with our bank
details on page 4. The new sets of envelopes for the
financial year 2021/2022 and Tax Receipts are ready to be
picked up when church and office will open after lockdown.
Should you wish to give your donation without your set of
envelopes, you may use any envelope with your name and
envelope number written on it, then place your donation in
the presbytery Mass Offering Box. Thank you for your kind
contributions.

®Father Casey and Father Stephen will continue to
celebrate daily and weekend Mass privately and offer
Masses for the sick of the parish and for the whole
community and the world. If you wish to offer a Mass
for a loved one, you may bring the Mass request
envelope and place it in the presbytery Mass Offering
Box and either Father Casey or Father Stephen will
offer the Mass privately.

Rosary and your favourite devotions individually and,
ideally, as a family too.
